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COUNCIL MEETING
July 1, 2019

MINUTES
A regular meeting of the Tennille City Council was held on July 1, 2019 with Mayor Eartha 

Cummings presiding. Council members present were Elaine Walk, Brainard Crawford, Booker T. Coleman, David Hartley and Keith Lindsey.
The meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Mayor Cummings.  Mayor Cummings led the pledge of allegiance to the flag and the invocation.
Visitors
Jimmy Frazier states that he is here tonight to ask for a variance to place a mobile home in a R1 Zone. He states that when he purchased the land it was a burned trailer on the land that he could not restored and he tore it down. He states that he has a gentleman that wants to purchase the land and put a mobile home there. Mayor Pro-Tem Crawford states that we will take his application for a variance to the Planning and Zoning board for further discussion and go through the process.
Farris Adams states that it is a ditch in front of his house on Burdett Street that he would like to fill it in so that it will be smooth and he can cut the grass. He is asking the city to extend sewage on the right side of his property so that the water will flow through there. Councilman Hartley states that he will meet with him and see what is the best alternative to the situation.

Donna Wilcher states that she is here to talk about the Tennille BBQ Blast September 27-28, 2019. She states that she would like to make sure the city is represented well this year. She states that the band and entertainment is needing the deposits earlier this year and the BBQ Blast does not have the money. Councilman Lindsey asks that a report of what was brought in and spent after the event be presented to the council. Ms. Wilcher states that the BBQ Blast did very well last year and it had record number of vendors to participate. Motion made by Keith Lindsey, seconded by Brainard Crawford, to give the $6,000 budgeted for the Tennille BBQ Blast.  Motion carried.

Conni Burley-Archway Partnership, states that she is here to discuss the MOU. She states that the engineering study was done about the drainage problem in the park and the parking lot across from Community Healthcare. She states that she provided the reports with the details that was found. The reports are ready to go to an engineering firm should the council want it to. She states that it is time for the commitment for the Archway Partnership for 2019/2020. The total amount from our area is $50,000 with a contribution from the City of Tennille of $5,000. Motion made by David Hartley, seconded by Keith Lindsey, to pay the $5,000 to continue with the Archway Partnership.  Motion carried.
Approval of Minutes

Motion made by Keith Lindsey, seconded by Brainard Crawford, to accept the minutes from June 3, 2019 and June 17, 2019. Motion carried.
Departmental Reports

· Chief Cochran states that for the month of June the Police Department responded to 161 calls and collected $4,573.00 in fines.
·  Mike Wiggins, submitted the June monthly report. The total amount for the work was $75.00 for an electrical inspection. Mr. Wiggins states that he included the information for the variance that has been requested.
· Administration-Stacie Jordan, City Clerk, gave the accounts payable report for June with total of $81,212.10. The cash balance for the Water acct is 147,764.29 and the General acct is 142,711.07. 
Attorney- Michael Howard-No Business to discuss
Old Business
Mayor Cummings states that council was given the 2019-2020 proposed Budget. She states tonight is the first reading and the 2nd reading will be on July 15 and it will be adopted.
New Business
Mr. Howard states that he drew up a draft contract between James Hitchcock D/B/A 3H Cattle Company regarding the Joiner Rd well. The contract states that 3H Cattle Company will lease the well for $10,000 for a 1 year term. Mayor Cummings states that she told Mr. Hitchcock that after the meeting tonight we will set up a meeting with him for discussion. Mr. Howard states that in the contract he will be responsible for all maintenance and upkeep of the well. Motion made by Keith Lindsey, seconded by David Hartley to allow 3H Cattle Company to lease the Joiner Rd well according to the conditions of the contract. Motion carried.

Mayor Cummings states that we have provided a copy of  the new contract for the city attorney. Motion made by David Hartley, seconded by Brainard Crawford, to approve the new city attorney contract as discussed. Motion carried.

Mayor and Council Comments

Mayor Cummings asks if the council had anything to report from their committees? Mayor ProTem Crawford states that he has appointed three citizens Mr. Farris Adams, Mr. Leroy Andrews and Ms. Deborah Rhodes to the Planning and Zoning committee. Councilman Hartley states that the 2 valves have been installed and the gate was repaired and EPD has been notified. He states that the leak on Hwy 15 will be fixed next week. The Public Works workers will be working with DOT for the street repair. Mayor Cummings states that she wants the council to act with a sense of urgency concerning the hiring of the Customer Service/ Court Clerk and the Public Works worker. Mayor Cummings states that the air conditioner is about the tear up. We have 2 quotes Helton Electrical $5475.00 and Mel Daniel Heating and Cooling $6242.82. The warranties are listed on the quotes.  Motion made by David Hartley, seconded by Brainard Crawford, to accept the quote from Mel Daniel Heating and Air for the air conditioner unit.  Motion carried.

There being no further business, motion made by David Hartley, seconded by Elaine Walk, to adjourn.  Motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 7:50 p.m.
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
