MINUTES
A regular meeting of the Tennille City Council was held on June 3, 2019 with Mayor Eartha 

Cummings presiding. Council members present were Elaine Walk, Brainard Crawford, Booker T. Coleman, Marlene Veal, David Hartley and Keith Lindsey.
The meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Mayor Cummings.  Mayor Cummings led the pledge of allegiance to the flag and Mayor Pro-Tem Crawford led the invocation.

Approval of Minutes

Motion made by Keith Lindsey, seconded by Brainard Crawford, to accept the minutes from May 20, 2019. Motion carried.
Departmental Reports

· Chief Cochran states that for the month of May the Police Department responded to 154 calls and collected $11,503.08 in fines.
·  Mike Wiggins, submitted the May monthly report. The total amount for the work was $1600.00 and the permit fees collected was $350.00. Mr. Wiggins stated that he is continuing to work on NOV throughout the city. During the summertime the number of violations increase due to the grass growing. Mr. Wiggins states that we have contacted Ms. Knutt to get up a tree that fell last year when the storm came through. 

· Accounts Payable Report-City Clerk Stacie Jordan gave the accounts payable report for May with total of $73,421.67. The cash balance for the Water acct is 129,567.03 and the General acct is 178,944.98. Motion made by Brainard Crawford, seconded by, Booker T. Coleman to accept the financial report as information only.  Motion Carried. Mayor Pro Tem Crawford states that he believes that the city is on the right track financially to move the city forward. Councilman Lindsey states that he would like the finance committee to work on a spreadsheet to track the city finances from month to month and year to year.

Old Business
Mayor Cummings states that council was given the 2019-2020 proposed Budget. She asks if anyone have any questions. Councilwoman Walk asks for clarification under the line item Insurance Stipend for the office staff why was it doubling? Mayor Cummings states that it maybe a possibility that a part time clerical and a part time clerical person for court would make up one full time person that will be paid the stipend in the next fiscal year. Councilman Lindsey asks if there is some data that supports the salaries. Mayor Cummings states that we have been discussing this and it is based on the employees that we have now. Mayor Cummings states that the proposed budget public hearing notice will run in the newspaper for 2 weeks and date for the hearing is on June 27, 2019 at 6:00 p.m.
Mayor and Council Comments

Mayor Cummings asks if the council had any comments and questions. Mayor Pro-Tem Crawford states that he sees that Public Works are working on cleaning the ditches in his area. He states that the warehouse fire last week was handled really well. We had other fire departments to assist. Councilman Hartley commended the fire department on the handling of the warehouse fire. He states that he is concerned about the money that we have to payout doing the valves. The first two valves are set to be installed the week of the June 10. He is concerned that the citizens are not aware of the consent order that the city is under by EPD. Councilman Lindsey asks would we need to do press releases to relay this information to the public? Councilwoman Walk states that there are two driveways that she noticed where the pipes are showing. Mayor Cummings states that she will get Public Works to check on that. Councilman Lindsey reminded council that BRAG will be coming through on June 6. He is asking that whoever is available to come down and volunteer that morning. He asks for an update on the surplus property listing for bids. Mayor Cummings states that we are working to get all the information together. Councilman Lindsey asks if we have heard from the property owner at the corner of Joiner Road that the city was interested in purchasing? Mayor Cummings states that she is not answering but she will try to make contact again. He states that he thinks it will be a good idea to involve the community in leading the pledge and the invocation. Mayor Pro Tem states that we have tried to do that before but we can try again. He is also soliciting people to bake cookies for the bike riders. Councilwoman Veal states that previously it was discussed about the idea of a newsletter to keep the citizens informed of the events going on. Mayor Cummings that she spoke with the Fire Chief Mr. Strickland and he states that the city’s ISO rating dropped which is a good thing that will lower the insurance rates for the citizens. He will bring the official letter when he receives it. Mayor Cummings states that we need to add another person to be a signer to the city accounts. She states that she would like to add Councilman David Hartley. Motion made by Keith Lindsey, seconded by, Brainard Crawford to add Councilman Hartley for to be a signer for the City of Tennille accounts. Motion Carried.

There being no further business, motion made by David Hartley, seconded by Brainard Crawford, to adjourn.  Motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 6:44 p.m.
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
