A regular meeting of the Tennille City Council was held on November 18, 2019 with Mayor Eartha 

Cummings presiding. Council members present were Brainard Crawford, Elaine Walk, Marlene Veal, David Hartley and Keith Lindsey.
The meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Mayor Cummings.  Mayor Cummings led the pledge of allegiance to the flag and Councilman Lindsey led the invocation.

Approval of Minutes

Motion made by Keith Lindsey, seconded by Brainard Crawford, to accept the minutes from November 4, 2019 with the addition of Councilwoman Walk name added. Motion carried.
Attorney- Michael Howard- Mr. Howard states that he doesn’t have anything to discuss outside of executive session.
Old Business-Mayor Cummings states that the sealed bids for the Restriping LMIG-SAP project ended today at 3 p.m. The sealed bids were opened. Mid-State Striping, Eatonton, GA bid is for $20,337.08. Mid-State Construction and Striping, Perry, GA bid is for $164,196.45. Motion made by David Hartley, seconded by Keith Lindsey, to accept the bid from Mid-State Striping, Eatonton, GA for $20,337.08. Motion carried.

Motion made by Marlene Veal, seconded by Brainard Crawford, to enter in executive session to discuss personnel. Motion carried.

Councilwoman Marlene Veal, Public Safety Chair, recommends that Lieutenant Larry Milner be named Interim Police Chief for the City of Tennille. Motion made by Keith Lindsey, seconded by Brainard Crawford, to accept the recommendation from the Public Safety committee for Lieutenant Larry Milner to be named Interim Chief of Police. Motion carried. Mr. Howard administered the oath of office to Interim Police Chief Larry Milner and he accepted.
Mayor and Council Comments

Mayor Cummings asks if the council had anything to report from their committees. Mayor ProTem Crawford states that the Planning and Zoning workshop was cancelled for November 21. He states that after Thanksgiving he would like to meet with the P&Z committee to discuss the ordinance and make any changes at that time. Councilman Hartley states that the repairs at the post office are ongoing. He states that the back hoe is being evaluated for the repairs that are needed. Councilman Lindsey states that he has been working with Mayor Cummings with the city Christmas decorations. He states that he would like to expand the lights to the park trees, replace the lights and the bows for the wreaths, and lighted garland for the Depot. He states that the total investment is $3,024.76. Motion made by Elaine Walk, seconded by Marlene Veal, to accept the proposal for $3,500 for Christmas décor. Motion carried. Mayor Cummings states that everyone has an invitation to the City of Tennille holiday gathering. The theme is “The Ugly Christmas Sweater”. She states that Mike Wiggins provided the October report for the Planning and Zoning department. There being no further business, motion made by Keith Lindsey, seconded by David Hartley, to adjourn.
